Re: COVID-19 (Coronavirus) Update  
 

NSW Health has extended the COVID-19 guide-
lines for indoor venues (including places of wor-
ship), that came into effect 6 May 2021. These new 
guidelines are effective until 12am Monday 17 May 2021.  
 

The following rule changes apply for venues across 
Greater Sydney and the Blue Mountains.  
Face Masks  
Face masks will continue to be mandatory for all 
places of worship.  
Singing  
Up to five singers/performers will be permitted to 
sing indoors at places of worship. Singers will be 
required to remain 1.5 metres apart from each oth-
er and at least three metres away from the congre-
gation when singing.  
Congregational singing is not permitted at this time.  
 

Number of people allowed inside the church 
The maximum number of people allowed at places 
of worship and during religious services will contin-
ue to only be limited by the 2 square metre rule.  

 

DISPENSATION: As a reminder, Catholics from the Dio-
cese of Parramatta are dispensed from their Sunday Mass 
obligation until further notice (Canon 1247, Canons 85  
 

and 87, and Catechism of the Catholic Church 2180-2188).

MAY IS MARY’S MONTH 
 

In the Catholic Church the month of 
May is Mary’s month. It’s the month 
we honor Blessed Mary as the Mother 
of Jesus and our Heavenly  
Mother. Parishes and families often 
celebrate with special pilgrimages, 
devotions, or placing a crown on a 

statue of Mary, traditionally called a “May Crowning.”  
Marian feast days in May: Mary, Queen of Apostles (Saturday be-
fore Pentecost – May 14th, this year), Our Lady of Fatima (May 
13), Mary Help of Christians (May 24), and the Visitation (May 31).
